REGULAR MEETING OF THE BOARD OF EDUCATION

MAY 11, 2022
The regular meeting of the Bement Community Unit School District 5 Board of Education was held Wednesday, May 11, 2022 in the FACS classroom.  The meeting was called to order by board president Todd Scott at 7:14 p.m.
Board members present were Layna Somers, Kyle Rogers, Todd Scott, Janice Fogerson, Trixie Stoerger-Flavin and Jeff Funk.
Board member Denise Strack was absent.

Mr. Kepley gave his middle school/high school principal’s report on TeacherEase; exemption from 2nd semester exams; teacher appreciation week activities; and upcoming activities. 
Board member Denise Strack arrived at 7:20 p.m.

Mrs. Sweet gave her grade school principal’s report on attendance; and upcoming activities.

Mrs. Sweet gave her athletic director report on coaches needed for next year; the baseball building being completed; baseball field electrical and scoreboard installation; and increasing official’s pay.
Dr. Greenwood gave her superintendent’s report on the summer window replacement project; REAP grant funds for next year; negotiations; ESSERS I, II and III grant funds; and recruiting teachers for next year.

A motion was made by Funk and seconded by Stoerger-Flavin that the board accept and pay all bills as presented.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Fogerson and seconded by Funk that the board adjourn to closed session at 7:50 p.m. to discuss the appointment, employment, compensation, and performance of specific staff, the semi-annual review of closed session minutes, and collective bargaining matters between the public body and its employees.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Funk and seconded by Strack that the board return to open session at 9:16 p.m.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Scott and seconded by Somers that the board keep the closed session minutes closed in their entirety due to the sensitive nature of the material.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Strack and seconded by Stoerger-Flavin that the board approve the rehiring of Rachel Riley-Halliday as long term Spanish substitute teacher.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Stoerger-Flavin and seconded by Funk that the board approve the rehiring of Donna Sharp and Randy Bishop as co-guidance counselors for the 2022-2023 school year.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.
A motion was made by Fogerson and seconded by Stoerger-Flavin that the board approve the rehiring of BJ Schaefer as part-time Art teacher for the 2022-2023 school year.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.
A motion was made by Somers and seconded by Strack that the board approve the officials’ pay increases as presented.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.
A motion was made by Scott and seconded by Rogers that the board approve Jeff Funk, Bement High School Class of 1978, for induction into the Bement High School Hall of Fame for 2022.  Motion carried by a 6-0-1 roll call vote.  Scott – yes; Fogerson – yes; Stoerger-Flavin – yes; Rogers – yes; Somers – yes; Strack – yes; Funk – abstain.
