                   REGULAR MEETING OF THE BOARD OF EDUCATION

                              DECEMBER 10, 2014
The regular meeting of the Bement Community Unit School District 5 Board of Education was held Wednesday, December 10, 2014 in the FACS room.  The meeting was called to order by board president Jeanne Strack at 7:01 p.m.

Board members present were Todd Scott, Jeanne Strack, Jeff Funk, Janice Fogerson, Jodi Wright, Valerie Stoerger and Kyle Rogers.
Mr. Kepley gave his middle/high school board report on attendance, athletics, Student of the Month, the LifeSaver retreat, PARCC testing, Reading for Life and 
in-school/out-of-school student suspensions.
Ms. Greenwood gave her elementary school board report on Bucket Filler events, enrollment, and the food drive.
In her superintendent’s report Ms. Greenwood told the board that the new pension law has been ruled unconstitutional and that pension costs may eventually shift to school districts.  Ms. Greenwood said that categorical payments and the extension of the state income tax are still up in the air.  

The board did a first reading of proposed amendments and updates to the Bement CUSD 5 school board policy.       
A motion was made by Strack and seconded by Fogerson that the executive session minutes of the November 12, 2014 regular meeting of the board of education be approved as presented.  Motion carried by a 6-0-1 roll call vote.  Board member Scott abstained.
A motion was made by Rogers and seconded by Strack that the open session minutes of the November 12, 2014 regular meeting of the board of education be approved as presented.  Motion carried by a 6-0-1 roll call vote.  Board member Scott abstained.  
A motion was made by Rogers and seconded by Funk that the board accept and pay all bills as presented.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote. 

Ms. Greenwood and the board reviewed the treasurer’s report.
A motion was made by Stoerger and seconded by Strack that the board approve the Certificate of Tax Levy for 2014 payable in 2015 as presented.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Scott and seconded by Funk that the board adjourn at 8:11 p.m.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.
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
