                   REGULAR MEETING OF THE BOARD OF EDUCATION

                              DECEMBER 9, 2015
The regular meeting of the Bement Community Unit School District 5 Board of Education was held Wednesday, December 9, 2015 in the FACS room.  The meeting was called to order by board president Jeff Funk at 7:01 p.m.
Board members present were Jeff Funk, Janice Fogerson, Kyle Rogers, Todd Scott, Valerie Stoerger and Trixie Stoerger-Flavin. 
Board member Jeanne Strack was absent.

Mr. Kepley gave his middle/high school report on athletics, Students of the Month and middle school PARCC results.
Ms. Greenwood gave her elementary school report on elementary PAARC results, the upcoming Dee Brown assembly and the PreK activity night.
In her superintendent’s report Ms. Greenwood told the board that Chromebook have been ordered and will be paid for by donations that have been received.  The Chromebooks are in constant use.  More will be ordered soon.  Ms. Greenwood said that the district would be putting out bids for blacktop repair for the two playground areas in front of the grade school.  Ms. Greenwood told the board that the joint committee has been meeting and doing preliminary work on the student growth portion of the teacher evaluation. 

The board did a first reading of proposed amendments and updates to the Bement CUSD 5 School Board Policy.

A motion was made by Rogers and seconded by Stoerger-Flavin that the executive session minutes of the November 11, 2015 regular meeting of the board of education be approved as presented.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Rogers and seconded by Funk that the open session minutes of the November 11, 2015 regular meeting of the board of education be approved as presented.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Funk and seconded by Fogerson that the board accept and pay all bills as presented.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote. 

Ms. Greenwood and the board reviewed the treasurer’s report.
A motion was made by Stoerger and seconded by Scott that the board adjourn to executive session at 7:43 p.m. to discuss the appointment, employment, compensation, discipline, performance or dismissal of specific employees and student discipline.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Scott and seconded by Stoerger that the board return to open session at 9:22 p.m.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.
A motion was made by Rogers and seconded by Stoerger-Flavin that the board approve the Certificate of Tax Levy for 2015 Payable 2016 as presented.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Stoerger and seconded by Funk that the board accept the resignation of Annie Hobson as co-sponsor for the high school student council.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Funk and seconded by Rogers that the board employ Aly Havener as co-sponsor for the high school student council for the 2015-2016 school year.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Stoerger-Flavin and seconded by Rogers that the board employ Lindsey Smith as the high school basketball cheerleading sponsor for the 2015-2016 school year.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Stoerger and seconded by Scott that the board accept the resignation of Al Scheider as the play sponsor.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Stoerger-Flavin and seconded by Scott that the board employ Julie Reynolds as the play sponsor for the 2015-2016 school year.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.
Board President Funk presented and Board Secretary Scott read by title a resolution as follows, a copy of which was provided to each member of the Board of Education prior to said meeting and to everyone in attendance at said meeting who requested a copy:  RESOLUTION declaring the intention to issue Working Cash Fund Bonds of Community Unit School District Number 5, Piatt and Champaign Counties, Illinois, for the purpose of increasing the Working Cash Fund of said School District, and directing that notice of such intention be published in the manner provided by law.  
A motion was made by Scott and seconded by Stoerger-Flavin that the board approve the resolution declaring the intention to issue Working Cash Fund Bonds for the purpose of increasing the Working Cash Fund of the District.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Stoerger and seconded by Stoerger-Flavin that the board approve the Stay of Expulsion Agreement for Student A.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Stoerger-Flavin and seconded by Scott that the board adjourn at 9:31 p.m.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.
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
