REGULAR MEETING OF THE BOARD OF EDUCATION

JULY 13, 2022
The regular meeting of the Bement Community Unit School District 5 Board of Education was held Wednesday, July 13, 2022 in the FACS classroom.  The meeting was called to order by board president Todd Scott at 6:31 p.m.
