REGULAR MEETING OF THE BOARD OF EDUCATION

SEPTEMBER 14, 2022
The regular meeting of the Bement Community Unit School District 5 Board of Education was held Wednesday, September 14, 2022 in the FACS classroom.  The meeting was called to order by board president Todd Scott at 6:34 p.m.
Board members present were Jeff Funk, Layna Somers, Denise Strack, Janice Fogerson, Kyle Rogers, Todd Scott, and Trixie Stoerger-Flavin.
A public hearing was held on the FY23 budget.
New staff members were welcomed during the Bulldog Minute.
Informational items discussed were the upcoming Cerro Gordo Homecoming parade and football game; Picture Day; Flu Shot Clinic; Regional Office of Education Health Life Safety inspection; and Parent-Teacher Conferences.

Mr. Kepley, middle and high school principal, reported on enrollment; midterms; this year’s News Gazette “High School Confidential” correspondent and upcoming event dates.

Mrs. Sweet, grade school principal, reported on enrollment; fire drill; SIP day activities; the speech program; PTO activities; Books are Fun kickoff; the donation of two more bottle filler fountains by Cim-Tek Filtration bringing their donation total to four; the new reading curriculum; and upcoming event dates.

Mrs. Sweet, Athletic Director, reported on her attendance at the IESA Conference; middle school softball and baseball regionals; the middle school and high school cross country invitationals; the starting of middle school girls’ basketball season; Cerro Gordo and Bement’s homecomings; and the Booster Club fundraiser.
Mrs. Vogt, superintendent, reported on changes to the tentative budget (adjusted CPPRT and Maintenance Grant funds); the window project; the intercom and phone system; first reading of PressPlus policies 3:70, 4:10, 4:70, 5:40, 5:70, 5:80, 5:110, 5:140, 5:240, 6:70, 6:80, 6:140, 6:290, 6:330, 7:15, 7:270; and the seconding reading of PressPlus Policies 2:230; 4:180; 7:285.

A motion was made by Somers and seconded by Scott that the 1969 International tractor be declared as surplus.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Fogerson and seconded by Funk that the FY 2023 ISBE School Maintenance Grant project be approved as presented.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.
A motion was made by Fogerson and seconded by Stoerger-Flavin that the board adjourn to closed session at 7:15 p.m. to discuss the appointment, employment, compensation, discipline, performance, or dismissal of specific employees.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Strack and seconded by Fogerson that the board return to open session at 7:31 p.m.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Somers and seconded by Stoerger-Flavin that Lucas Lieb be hired as a paraprofessional; Wil Pritchard be hired as Instrumental Music instructor; BJ Schaefer be hired as the middle school Scholastic Bowl sponsor and the high school play director; and Alan Duesterhaus be granted an additional personal day.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.
